
BRIDGE MINISTER’S COLUMN: Rev. David Stinson 

  

    I came in March and have been with you bridging the gap between the Rev. Bert Marshall and 

your new settled minister.  We will vote to call the Rev. Dr. Scott E. Couper on July 1st. I have 

enjoyed every moment of my brief time with you. I had two very marvelous classes on my Tues-

days with you, first studying Jesus’ Sermon on the Mount and then Paul’s Letter to the Philippi-

ans.  It’s been great working with Mary Milkey-May and her choirs. Perhaps you don’t know 

how fortunate you are to have a musician and churchwoman of her talent.  Tina Harris and I ar-

rived the same week in the office. We both had to learn the ways of Centre Church almost from 

scratch. I thank her for being the first face people see when they come to Centre. She approaches 

her work as Administrative Assistant of the church with care and enthusiasm!   

 

    My last Sunday with you as Bridge will be July 15th.  I will be working these next few weeks 

to make sure the turnover with Dr. Couper goes well and that he is set up for a strong start as the 

next minister.  I will have nothing but good things to say about all of you to him.  

Toward the end of Philippians is Paul’s encouraging exhortation to the church while absent from 

them: 

  Finally, brothers [and sisters] , whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever 

is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable—if anything is excellent or praiseworthy–

think on these things. Whatever you have learned or received or heard from me, or seen in me—

put it into to practice and the God of peace will be with you. (4:8-9) 

 

That word whatever is used seven times in those few sentences. I have a young millennial friend 

who loves the word whatever. When I ask him about something he almost always says whatev-

er.  He doesn’t mean to be vague, it’s just his catchall word for all the things he hopes and feels. 

And so as I prepare to take my leave from you, thinking about all those whatever's, I’ll leave you 

with the St. Paul’s seven whatever's.

The Search Committee is pleased to announce the candidacy call for our settled pastor posi-

tion to the Reverend Dr. Scott Couper, AKA “Scott.”  Scott felt a call from God and the Centre 

Church to serve in Brattleboro and our committee felt the same way. 

Scott grew-up in a military family travelling all over the USA, and thus moved every two-and

-a-half years of his young life. He studied International Relations (School for International 

Service at the American University, Washington, D.C.) and travelled abroad to Chile, Nigeria 

and Zimbabwe (the latter two through Brattleboro’s own School for International Training, 

SIT). While in university during the summers, Scott served as a local church pastor and chap-

lain in Pennsylvania. After earning a Bachelor’s Degree, Scott became a missionary in the 

Kingdom of Lesotho monitoring human rights abuses. After returning to the USA, he married 

Susan Valiquette (also an ordained UCC minister) and then studied theology at the Universi-

ty of Chicago Divinity School and Chicago Theological Seminary. After earning a Master’s 

Degree and becoming ordained in the UCC, Scott became a missionary, living with his wife 

and children (Micah and Madeline) in the Republic of South Africa. For eighteen years Scott 

served many local Congregational churches there, initiated and fostered HIV and AIDS min-

istries and curated a local history museum and archive for an historic Congregational school. 

While in South Africa, Scott earned a PhD in History and published a biography of the only 

Congregationalist to win the Nobel Peace Prize, Albert Luthuli. Scott’s ministry also involved 

teaching political science, theology and history at two universities (one being SIT!) and at a 

Methodist seminary. Though an academic, Scott’s desire is to be intimately accountable to a 

local faith community. 

 

Scott’s connection to Brattleboro reaches beyond 

his being a student of and lecturer for SIT. His 

great-great-great-great-grandfather was once 

sheriff of Brattleboro! For most of his life, Scott 

says he has felt in exile from and is eager to re-

side in his ‘ancestral’ New England (as most of 

his family is from Maine and Massachusetts). 

Both Scott and the Search Committee feel we 

were led by the Holy Spirit to be partners in 

Christ’s ministry. Scott’s ministerial passions are 

pastoral care, preaching, and community activ-

ism. Scott and Centre Church both share a love of 

history, a love for justice and a love for missional 

outreach – no doubt, a “match made in heaven”! 

 

 

   

 



I crave the opportunity to partner with 

Centre Church that stands in radical soli-

darity with those who are most marginal-

ised, be they on its doorstep or on another 

continent, and thus foster the Realm of 

God on Earth as it is in heaven. I found

Often (and sadly) children are 

picked up on an emergency basis with barely 

even the clothes on their backs; sometimes a 

baby will be picked up on only a dia-

per!  Funding from us and other private 

sources helps mostly to provide safe car seats, 

plus diapers, blankets, snacks and toys for 

children waiting in the DCF office while their 

cases are processed.  We hear about the in-

creasing opioid epidemic; this is one small 

way we can help the innocent children stuck 

in unfortunate situations.

 On Tuesday, June 5th, as the noon meal was ending,  representatives from 

the General & Emergency Assistance Program of the Vermont Agency of Human Services, Pro-

gram Director Geoffrey  Pippenger; and Program Assistant Administrator Ashley Lowe; facili-

tated a discussion with about a dozen attendees from the Loaves & Fishes community. The pur-

pose of this GA Roundtable was for the State representatives to get feedback and input from 

those in need of State assistance with a view toward how these programs might be restructured. 

 While I was engaged in cleaning up the kitchen area for much of the meeting and not privy to 

the conversation, I was amazed at the energy and enthusiasm expressed. At one point, one par-

ticipant’s words were met with resounding applause by the other attendees.  

 A written report was submitted by one participant; a pertinent excerpt is re-printed here:  

I would like to know how much money was spent on so called general assistance - the tempo-

rary allocation of living space - how much was allotted to housing needy folk in this Town of 

Brattleboro, and nearby Vermont recently? ... 

I would like to compare that cost for that number of clientele with what I believe we could pro-

vide locally, without a motel bill. I am certain we have space available, and people willing to 

work in earnest to provide such services, for less than what the State of Vermont now pays to 

motels.
