
MINISTER’S COLUMN, Scott Couper  

Dear Friends, 

Greetings in Christ’s name! 

I can hardly believe it! In mid-July, I will cele-
brate my fifth-year anniversary of becoming the 
minister at Centre Church. I have loved my posi-
tion and role at the church and in the community. 
I feel very called and fortunate to serve as pastor 
and teacher of our church. I pray our faith jour-
ney will continue for many years in the future. 

In the Call Agreement signed in July 2018 it 
states: “Our church will provide you with a sab-
batical leave of three months after five years of 
full-time ministry with our church. During your 
sabbatical, we will pay for your full salary and 
benefits. We expect you to share with the Church 
Council, at least one year before beginning the 
sabbatical, the developing plans for your time 
away. Upon your return, we invite you to share 
with us and overview of activities and learning 
from your sabbatical. Unless otherwise agreed 
before the sabbatical, we expect that you will con-
tinue as our pastor and teacher for a minimum of 
one year after your return”. 

At least one year ago, I began the discussion of 
my sabbatical with Council. After much discern-
ment, I proposed to Council in April that for one 
month, perhaps August, I spend serving the 
church in El Salvador with which Centre Church 
has had a relationship for over twenty years. I 
propose that for one month, perhaps September, I 
spend reading extensively and preparing for a 
‘Comparative Religion’ course I will teach for 
Community College of Vermont in 2024. I pro-
pose that for one month, perhaps October, I or-
ganize the Centre Church archive (located on the 
third floor adjacent to the AA/NA space) and 
glean it for homiletical material so that future 
messages I preach will tap into our local church 
history. During this last month, I would transfer 
the archive to the Paramount Building where I live 
(167 Main Street) and organize the archive before 
returning it to Centre Church at the end of October. 

When I return from sabbatical, I will be able to 
report on the church in El Salvador, I will be able 
to better provide Pub Theology and Christian 
Theology topics and information learned from 
my Comparative Religion readings, and I will be 
able to show the church the organized archive 
and use material therein to inform my sermons. 
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The Deacons are negotiating with two ministers 
who will lead worship on a weekly basis (The 
Rev Dr Lise Sparrow) and to provide Pastoral 
Care on an as needed basis (The Rev. David Stin-
son or The Rev Robert Hamm). The Finance 
Committee will utilize a line item already in the 
church’s budget to finance the remuneration of 
the two ministers. 

I look forward to this time of productive rest and 
renewal.

It is time to start planning for the Annual Program 
Meeting, to be held in early June (the 4th or the 11th). 
At this meeting, we review our activities of the past 
year and plan for the future. One of the most im-
portant aspects of planning for the future is recruiting 
new people to serve on our boards and committees. 
This is becoming increasingly difficult as we age and 
our numbers decrease. Therefore, we will be consid-
ering changing our committee structure into three 
teams, roughly addressing Belonging, Believing, and 
Becoming (or Welcome, Worship, and Witness). The 
purpose of this is not just to reduce the number of 
committees/boards, but to engage those people who 
say, “I’m willing to help, but I don’t want to be on a 
committee.” The idea is that everyone in the congre-
gation would be on a team, and could be called on to 
help whenever needed. At our council meeting, it 
was suggested that we try this for 6 – 12 months to 
see if it works better than our present structure. It 
would require suspending the By-Laws (that portion 
dealing with boards and committees) which could 
only be done by a vote of the congregation. We will 
discuss this in more detail next month and hope-
fully have a plan ready for discussion at the  
Annual Program Meeting. We hope many of you 
will be willing to serve God and the church in what-
ever way appeals to you. The more people helping, 
the less work there is for each one, and working 
together is a wonderful way to build friendships.

I’ve been a Christian from my youth, to my mature 
years, and now old age. Having lived in various 
parts of the country, I have held membership in 
churches of four different Protestant denominations. 
I estimate that I have listened to or read over 4,000 
sermons. I have studied the Bible and read 
Protestant theologians. 

In my younger years, it bothered me that in 
church theology there were so many different in-
terpretations. Each denomination had its own 
special form of government, its own jargon or 
what I labeled ‘God talk’, there were differing 
creeds, or no creed, certain doctrines emphasized, 
and different interpretations of the Bible. 

“Why didn’t Jesus leave written instructions? 
Wouldn’t that have been simpler— saving con-
troversies and splintering divisions even over the 
language used to talk about God? 

But later I read something that helped me put all 
this into a different perspective. I read that vary-
ing viewpoints in theology, although uncomfort-
able to one who wants a simple and easy choice, 
is the lifeblood of a vital religious life. Every Sun-
day morning there is written on the front of the 
bulletin the welcome of Centre Church: 

WELCOME FRIENDS & GUESTS!!! 
Whoever you are, wherever you are on life’s journey, 

you’re welcome here! 

To me that means we can share our thinking, our 
journey of faith, and our differing positions to find 
truth about life and Christianity in particular.

Pat lived in 
Englewood, NJ until she moved to Brattleboro in 1998 to spend more time with 
her grandchildren and Vermont daughter. Both homes are places full of wonder-
ful memories. Pat thought of others first and will be remembered for her 
thoughtful, kind, giving, and caring nature. She was a friend to many through-
out her life. She will be missed by her family and friends. 

Pat earned a Master’s Degree in nursing from Colombia University and practiced nursing until 1956 
when her twin daughters were born. Pat loved being a mother and grandmother. Pat was active in 
numerous volunteer activities, and enjoyed riding horses, swimming, playing tennis, and ice skating 
with her family and friends.

Her younger sister also had some 
health problems.  Pat cared for her, which Pat describes as leading her to a career as a nurse. She put 
herself through college and nursing school, and spoke about the hardships during WWII. After an un-
wanted divorce, she strived forward, and made a new life for herself.

OBITUARY GARY CARRIER 

Gary Lee Carrier, 81, beloved son, nephew, husband, father, grandfather, and friend died peacefully 
on February 10, 2023, in Orono, Maine after a long illness. 

Gary was a proud Vermonter. Born in Burlington on September 4, 1941, he was the son of Clayton 
and Estella (Moore) Carrier. Raised in Jacksonville and Brattleboro, Gary graduated from Brattle-
boro Union High School in 1959 along with several treasured lifelong friends. He went on to earn a 
Bachelor of Arts degree in History from the University of Vermont in 1963 and a Master of Educa-
tion degree from Keene State College in 1969. 

In 1965, Gary married Alice Lacoss of Hanover, NH, in Brattleboro’s Centre Congregational Church 
chapel. Gary adored Alice, and they raised their family in Brattleboro, eventually celebrating their 
50th wedding anniversary with family and friends in the church parlor. The Carrier Education Play 
Area was named in recognition of their many years of dedicated service to the church and the 
Brattleboro Centre for Children. 

Gary loved his community and the people in it. Even after moving to Maine to be closer to family, 
he always thought of Brattleboro as home. He worked for decades at Cersosimo Lumber Company 
in various roles, from lumber stacker during school vacation to Vice President, and he had many 
fond memories of his coworkers and the Cersosimo family. Outside of his professional life, Gary 
gave generously of his time and talents. He was active in local government, serving as a Town 
Meeting representative and Finance Committee member, and as a member of the Board of Listers. 
Dedicated throughout his life to his own, his family’s, and others’ education, Gary was also a long-
time member and chairman of the Brattleboro Union High School Board, an Incorporator and Trus-
tee of the Austine School, and a Trustee of Kurn Hattin Homes for Children. He took pride in help-
ing others through his work as a Guardian ad  Litem and as a member of the Diversion Board for 
Youth Services of Windham County. He was involved with many other organizations, including the 
Windham County Humane Society, Kiwanis, and the Masonic Lodge. 

Gary loved his friends, downhill and cross-country skiing, Alice’s dinner parties, vacations in 
Rangeley and on Bailey Island, Maine, hunting camp, and the University of Vermont; hiking in the 
woods, playing golf, riding horses, long exercise walks, and reading mystery novels; following Red 
Sox baseball, Patriots football, and his daughters’ and grandchildren’s field hockey, football, basket-
ball, track, and lacrosse teams; and, above all, spending time with his family. He was charming and 
able to strike up a conversation with anyone, which he often did. He will be remembered by all who 
knew him for his integrity, work ethic, practicality, and wit, and by his family for the remarkable 
example that he set for his daughters and grandchildren. 

Gary is survived by his two devoted daughters, Allison Lucy and her husband John of Orono, ME, and 
Christine Hume of South Portland, ME; and by five adoring grandchildren: Jack and his fiancée Chris-
tine, Thomas, Mark, Erin, and Paige. He is also survived by his sisters Patricia and Pamela, many nieces 
and nephews, and his orange tabby cat, Buddy. He was predeceased by his wonderful parents, loving 
wife, sister Penny, brother Peter, dear Patricia (Denton) MacMurtry, and many other loved ones. 

Services will be held at 11:00am on Saturday, May 13, 2023,  
at Centre Congregational Church, UCC, in Brattleboro,  
with a reception and private burial to follow.
